DIVINE MERCY SUNDAY 
As we think of Peter’s “shadow” bestowing Jesus’ healing, we recall that Peter’s current succes-

sor, Pope Francis, declared this year a Jubilee Year of Mercy, that the many 
varied “wounds” afflicting God’s people may be healed by Jesus’ mercy of-
fered through his loving disciples. Francis announced the Jubilee last year 
on this Sunday, named by Pope Saint John Paul II Divine Mercy Sunday, 
honoring Saint Faustina Kowalska’s spiritually comforting devotion. How fit-
ting! For in today’s Gospel, guilty disciples, whose denial and desertion 
helped inflict Jesus’ wounds, heard Jesus’ merciful words: “Shalom —
Peace!” Jesus’ next words sent them—and now send us—as the Father sent 
Jesus: to heal and reconcile others, even at the risk of being wounded 
ourselves. Again, how fitting! For Jesus, who assured Thomas, “Blessed are 
those who have not seen and have believed,” had earlier declared, “Blessed 
are the merciful for they will be shown mercy.” Divine Mercy Sunday, in this 
Jubilee Year, sends us out to share the comfort, mercy, and forgiveness that 
we ourselves have so joyfully received.
