It was not yet the season for
blooming roses, but miraculously they were found on that
bush and brought to Rita. For this reason it is customary
to bless and distribute roses on her feast day, especially
in churches dedicated to her. St. Rita died on May 22nd
in the year 1456.

On Monday, May 22nd, Mass will be celebrated in honor of
St. Rita at 7:00am, 9:00am and 7:30pm.

After all the Masses, blessed roses will be distributed.
A first class relic of St. Rita will be available for veneration.

At the 7:30pm Mass, music will be provided.
Afterward, refreshments will be served in the Church Hall.
